I-15 N to Poway Rd exit EAST. Becomes Hwy 67. 67 N to 4-way stop in
Julian LEFT onto Main St -- becomes Farmer Rd after 2 blocks.

8 E to 79 N (Japatul/Descanso exit, just past Alpine). ~30 miles to a stop in Julian.
LEFT onto MAIN St. At 4-way stop in Julian, continue forward —
Main St becomes Farmer Rd after 2 blocks. SEE BELOW

FROM LOS ANGELES:
I-5 S to Hwy 78 E (exit just S of Oceanside). ~1hr on 78 E to its end in Ramona.
LEFT at the light. ~22 miles to 4-way stop in Julian
LEFT onto Main St -- becomes Farmer Rd after 2 blocks. SEE BELOW

FROM INLAND EMPIRE:
I -15 South to Hwy 78 E (in Escondido). ~1hr on 78 E to its end in Ramona. LEFT at
the light. ~22 miles to 4-way stop in Julian
LEFT on Main St -- becomes Farmer Rd after 2 blocks. SEE BELOW
